· Office of Child Abuse Prevention (OCAP representatives): discussion of budget concerns and restrictions, potential impact unknown at this point
· Overview of current projects/activities & distribution of resources
· Child Abuse Prevention Summit-“save the date” postcards available
· Description of Jane Taylor-Bane’s role with OCAP
· Contact OCAP, through your regional coordinator (Lisa Fraser), with training needs (minimize state duplication)
· The online, Mandated Reporter Training has been updated and is available free (approximately 2 hours to complete)-offering an educator, clergy, medical professional and general strand. Recommend this training for base knowledge, enhance with community specific/interactive training. Standard curriculum has not been adopted at this point.
· Opportunity for questions and further discussion with OCAP reps
· California State Parent Team (Leah): (Feb. 1-3) Arlington, Virginia-National Parent Leadership conference; Leah’s team will present the California Parent Engagement Model, as well as meet with legislators (to advise on) parent engagement/parent leadership and potential parent roles. New Committee forming-“National Birth Parents”, currently creating a “Birth Parent Bill of Rights”, supporting/empowering parents who have children in the foster care system (sample distributed). Discussion re: potential confusion with the term (“birth parents”). Shared the finalized design for California State Parent Team. CSPT will attend the CAP summit. Currently restructuring the Parents with a Purpose team in Ventura; the Partnership is supporting strategic planning and training (brochure distributed).
· Prevent Child Abuse California Update (Lisa): overview of our contractual relationship with PCAC; information from PCAC is distributed via the regional CAPC representatives (to be shared with local CAPCs)-including media materials and legislation.
· Ventura CAPC (Kris, Jeni): Agency restructuring led to rethinking the Child Abuse Prevention Coalition’s role within the agency and its future viability. Kris Bennett provided a (current) overview of the Partnership’s structure and how it operates. Elaine Martinez Curry will lead the Ventura CAPC. (Jeni) CAPC committee is currently planning their Child Abuse Prevention month and will send committee members to the summit. “Mandated Reporter Train-the-Trainer workshop” announced (flyer). February 4th-Parent Shared Leadership Model will be presented. Monthly Partnership e-bulletin available (sign in sheet to be included on the distribution list)
· Santa Barbara CAPC (Barbara and parent leaders, St. Vincent’s): 
· From the Spring 2008, Parents and Providers in Child Abuse Prevention conference (Solvang) and the November 2008, Parent Engagement conference (Sacramento)-interest has grown and ideas have been generated… with increasing parent involvement. St. Vincent’s provides an opportunity for mentoring and leadership. 

· Organization of Santa Barbara’s CAPC described. Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention Summit (April) will provide the opportunity for increased awareness and relationship building. Craig Perrini (Fall, 2008) facilitated a Mandated Reporter (Train-the-Trainers) training.
