Reports, Updates and Announcements
· Ventura CAPC (Kris, Jeni):  Annual Mandated Reporter Training in February 2009, drew a big crowd.  An electronic version of the training was made available to participants. Rep. from Children and Family Services will do a half day M.R. training presentation in May, to accommodate those who were not able to attend in February (due to space limitations). The draft outlining the restructuring of the Partnership was shared with the Coalition; a restructuring overview will be presented at the Board of Supervisors’ meeting and General meeting in April. Goals include making everyone aware that the Partnership is the central Child Abuse and Prevention agency. Will reproduce Child Abuse Prevention Month (April) materials on the DSS web site. Examining data on the effects of violence on children in Ventura County. Leah attended Stand for Kids-Ending Violence in our Community. Save the date—How to Talk to your Kids about Internet Violence (September 26th) with Robyn Sax (check her web site, robynsac.org)
· Santa Barbara CAPC (Barbara, Katharina): Local CAPC meeting: focus on County Self-Assessment & Self-Improvement Plan—discussion of community strengths and gaps, focusing on prevention, and the specific measures in the County plan. Opportunity to build a relationship btw. S.B. CAPC and CWS, recognizing common goals and sharing knowledge. Katharina has been serving as the project manager for the upcoming Child Abuse Prevention Summit (4/30), shared highlights, goals and intended audience. CAPCs encouraged to order CTC-CAPC banners to display at local events. Additional activities-Long Beach Summit, newsletter & Triple P Parenting curriculum presentation.
· Current expectation that CWS agencies partner with CAPCs in all communities to infuse prevention in their work.
· San Luis Obispo CAPC (Lisa): April 11th-Children’s Day in the Plaza, in conjunction with the Child Care Planning Council and supported by Cal Poly students. Child Abuse Prevention Academy on April 30th for the Economic Opportunity Commission staff. Mandated Reporter Training PowerPoint discussed and opportunities to enhance and make it available for all CAPC counties. Community Health Clinic System has contacted Lisa for a M.R. training; the Santa Maria Clinic should connect with Santa Barbara. Mental Health Services Act dollars are becoming available to our county to support/develop a parent education structure.
· California State Parent Team (Leah): Will meet as a team at the Kid’s Day at the Capital. Opportunity to dialogue as a team at the Summit in Long Beach re: the Parent Engagement Center concept. Shared trip to Washington and the very positive experience during the 40-year celebration, while there developed a National Birth Parent Advocacy Network Bill of Rights. California Parent State Team has developed a subcommittee to look at Child Abuse Prevention Month and to clarify future focus. Leah serves on a Permanency committee in Sacramento; currently looking at a more comprehensive Drug Court system in California and supporting successful reunification with the involvement of Drug Courts. 
· Regional CDRT Update (Lisa): tabled
· Office of Child Abuse Prevention and Regional CAPC Project: Our coalition will be funded 2009-2011. April conference call-Scope of Work, looking at our roles and changes that we anticipate. Currently, SLOCAP is the fiscal/lead agency. Katharina appreciates the concept as it has evolved and feels that it is beneficial—suggested that we make changes/modifications based on lessons learned and to look at future coalition activities that strengthen individual CAPCs and to focus on resource sharing. We will need to consider our future budget and budget priorities along with identifying items to include in our scope of work. Budget priorities suggested: supporting representation at conferences and trainings and people hours versus projects. Katharina advocated keeping SLOCAP as our lead agency. Lisa will email the current budget to the coalition at the end of the month; conference call to determine how to spend remaining dollars. CAPCs encouraged to utilize the resources that we have available through PCAC and UC Davis, via Lisa. Consider the upkeep of the website as a budget consideration.
· Confirm April-June 2009 Regional CAPC Activities and Projects: The website is currently unavailable, it will be up soon using a new program. Blue Ribbons are arriving soon, let Lisa know if you are interested. CTC-CAPC retreat idea briefly discussed, consider possible dates (July?)
· Prevent Child Abuse California: contract renewed, money available to support representing PCAC at our individual CAPC tables
· Kids’ Day at the Capital-funds to support representation from Ventura were approved
