An internet safety presentation for parents, protect their children by being informed and empowering their child against online predators.

CAPC Advisory Board:

· The CAPC Advisory Board met on August 9, 2009. 
· The board reviewed the documents for the CBCAP proposal which will be presented to the Ventura County Board of Supervisors in October. 

· Elaine and Kris Bennett met with Raynelle Williams, Human Services Agency, Children & Family Services on September 23, 2009. Raynelle stated CAPC Advisory Board will be coordinating the Children’s Trust Fund Commission and the PSSF Collaborative. 
Child Abuse & Neglect Education Committee;

· Our monthly CANEC meeting was held on August 9, 2009. 
· A new Co-Chair was voted in, Leah Davis with Parents With Purpose. 
· Regarding the Child Death Review Team (CDRT): Dr. Paul Russell, Ventura County Public Health met with Barbara Marquez O’Neill, and  Judy Webber, the Deputy Director, Ventura County Human Services Agency, Children & Family Services. They discussed having The Partnership coordinate the Child Death Review Team. The committee discussed how we can support the CDRT in outreach, linking with the community, NFLs, etc. We may have to hire an outreach/coordinator. More discussion is needed. Barbara will set up a meeting to discuss our next steps with Judy Webber, Elaine Martinez Curry, Christa Clippinger, and Dr. Paul Russell.  
· Shaken Baby Syndrome Campaign: Ventura County Public Health (VCPH) has been providing outreach and education to the community about Shaken Baby Syndrome. They purchased the dolls and the curriculum. The committee discussed purchasing more dolls/resources for the campaign. The Partnership will assist with providing outreach/education to the community. The SBS is a campaign as part of the CANEC’s strategic plan for 2009-2011. 

· Strategic Plan: the committee reviewed the strategic plan and worked on the budget for the next three years. The strategic plan and budget will be included with the CBCAP proposal to the Ventura County Board of Supervisors. 
· CBCAP Proposal: Elaine and Kris Bennett met with Raynelle Williams, Ventura County Human Services Agency, Children & Family Services to review the proposal. Raynelle confirmed the Children’s Trust Fund will remain with the current balance. Raynelle stated the CAPC is now designated as the Trustee for the Ventura County Children’s Trust Fund. Elaine will coordinate to make the proposal to the VC Board of Supervisors in October.
